The Chrome Education Licence restricts sign in to users with an

@saintmarks.school.nz account. Siblings may sign in with their school accounts to
share the Chromebook at home. If a Chromebook is stolen, we can remotely disable it.

Safety

The Chrome Education Licence disables the ability to powerwash (return to factory
settings). This prevents students from bypassing our safety and security measures.
Students are unable to delete their browsing history and are responsible and
accountable for how they use their Chromebooks.
